5 Love should govern the home. Love is 
the greatest force that was ever put into 
the power of man.

That’s why I think that instead of resting 
our faith upon some emotion (which is all 
right) or some gift (which is all right), like 
shouting, speaking with tongues, or with 
other things that we take for—saying that 
we have the Holy Spirit when we do 
this…Those things are all right. …

… But if we would come back to 
the principle, love first, and then 
those things, I think our church 
would progress a lot faster, if we 
would get God first; and God is 
love.

Now, love is in two different words, 
two different meanings. In the 
Greek, one of them is called 
“phileo”; that’s the love that you 
have for your wife. “Agapao” is the 
love, Divine love.

… Now, the love that you 
have for your wife, and the 
love of God is so contrary. 
Just listen to this. …

… The love that you have for your 
wife, if a man would insult her, you 
would kill him on the spot, with that 
kind of a love, a phileo love. But with 
Agapao love, you’d pray for his lost 
soul. That’d be the difference.

And I’m almost sure that many of 
us has been deceived with having 
phileo love and thinking it’s 
Agapao love. …

… Phileo love is intellectual; 
Agapao love comes from the 
heart. That’s human love, 
affectionately love, and godly 
love. …
