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PERGAMOS
- Conquered by Alexander the Great 
- Greek speaking
- Largest library next to Alexandria   
   (200K scrolls)
- Betrayed for the Seleucids
- Attalid Kingdom - 281 -133 BC
- Family unity, relative peace



PERGAMOS
- City of Pagan Healing with “Sacred Snakes”
- City of Pagan worship, many fantastic temples
- Around 50 BC printing money with Latin
- Leave Republican Period
- Roman Empire 25-20 BC
- Largest temple of the Imperial Cult, Trajan



Pergamon Empire was 
successful in remaining 
independent by playing 
both Greek and Roman 

powers … 



The last ruler of the Attalid dynasty 
was Attalus III, who reigned as King of 

Pergamon from 138 to 133 BCE and 
famously bequeathed his entire kingdom 

to the Roman Republic in his will, 
effectively ending the dynasty and leading 

to the formation of 
the Roman province of Asia.
